Moses got in Godõs way to òappease and 

entreató (AMP) and òseek the favour of the 

Lord is Godó (NIV)

üThe intercessor has a deep conviction of 

Godõs absolute justice. 



Mosesõ intercession had tremendous influence!

òSo the LORD changed His mind about the 

harm which He had said He would do to His 

peopleó (Ex 32:14 AMP). 

üThe intercessorõs influence can never be 

underestimated.

They exchanged their glorious God for an image of a 

bull, which eats grass.  They forgot the God who saved them, 

who had done great things in Egypt, miracles in the land of 

Ham and awesome deeds by the Red Sea. So he said he would 

destroy themτhad not Moses, his chosen 

one, stood in the breach before him to 

keep his wrath from destroying them
