Amen in the Old Testament 

Primarily used during congregational prayer time to 

give a strong agreement.

Psalm 106:48

Praise be to the Lord, the God of Israel, from everlasting to 

everlasting. Let all the people say, “Amen!” Praise the Lord.

Deut27:16 

“Cursed is anyone who dishonorstheir father or mother.” 

Then all the people shall say, “Amen!”



Neh8:5-6

Ezra opened the book. All the people could see him because he was 

standingabove them; and as he opened it, the people all stood 

up.Ezra praised theLORD, the great God; and all the people lifted 

their handsand responded, “Amen! Amen!” Then they bowed 

down and worshiped theLORDwith their faces to the ground.



Amen in the New Testament 

John 3:3

Jesus replied, “Very truly I tell you, no one can see the kingdom 

of God unless they are born again.”

John 5:24

“Very truly I tell you, whoever hears my 

word and believes him who sent me has 

eternal life and will not be judged but has 

crossed over from death to life.

üJesus introduces his teaching by saying amen, that is, "truly 

I say to you, " on nearly 70 occasions in the Gospels. 



2 Cor1:20

him the “Amen” is spoken by us to the glory of God.

Otherwise when you are praising God in the Spirit, how 

can someone else, who is now put in the position of an inquirer, say 

“Amen” to your thanksgiving, since they do not know what you are 

saying? You are giving thanks well enough, but no one else is edified.
